What happens when you take two French aperitifs and mix them with a ton of 
summer’s last blackberries? We’ll tell you: delightful music happens. 
Lillet & Suze blend perfectly with the blackberries, just like Lili & Susie 
balanced girl power and sex appeal on the charts in the 80s (think Swedish 
Spice Girls). This mixtape is topped with ice-cold tonic, and it’s incredibly
 delicious. “What’s the color of love?” we say blackberries.

In the 1994 film, the characters are subjected to betrayal, history, love, natu-
re, and war. Brad Pitt also falls in love with the same girl as his brothers—so 
foolish. When we think of autumn, we think of dark spirits and fruits like 
plums. A fun Swedish drink is “Guldkant” with cognac and punsch—kind of 
old-fashioned, but we know that cognac and punsch work together.
 Armed with that knowledge, we attack our fantastic juicy red plumst and 
then add sour raspberries and flavor it with fig leaves to juggle the taste 
palette. What you get is something really delicious a fruity short drink with 
plum and cognac flavors, balanced by the punsch and 
fruit—a true Legend of the Fall, available as long as the plum supply lasts.

There are “cocktails,” and then there are cocktails with just two 
ingredients. These drinks are considered the holy grail of the bar world.
We borrow from the classics and build on tradition—after all, the apple          
played its part in the Bible alongside another iconic duo.
Inspired by timeless pairings and simple flavors, we present this creation: 
fresh-pressed tart Granny Smith apples and Bombay Sapphire Gin, shaken 
and served ice cold. So simple, so delicious.
Just down it—Eve would have.

Legend has it that the blood orange got its color when a Sicilian farmer sold 
his soul to the devil one night to create the most unique fruit in the world. 
The devil, ever the dramatic, dyed the orange blood red as a “signature.”

We boost this morning juice with a punch of health: pomegranate, jalapeños, 
and the Mexican agave juice we call tequila. It’s an injection of everything you 

need to survive the long, gray weeks ahead. Slurp

A classic at Freyja, this mix of strong spirits and the most Swedish of flavors 
represents what Freyja’s bar is all about. Named after a classic music label  in 
its own genre, it pays homage to those who came before and opened doors 
that no one even remembers anymore. That’s something to be honored and 
celebrated across generations. When we stop mixing drinks, we’ll always 
remember this as one of the greats. Stockholms Bränneri Navy gin and the 
best strawberries from Lida Farm in Norrköping set the taste for this punchy 
cocktail. We finish it off with a spray of absinthe. Why, you may ask? 
Because ”Det är knas!

Nothing goes to waste with the bananas—the fruit 
becomes banana water and the peel becomes banana sugar, using a method 
called Oleo Saccharum in cool bartender circles. We love bananas, and since 
our opening, we’ve had a variant that celebrates the banana, the everyday hero 
that  nourishes so many and is the base for so many good things in life. 
So, with the intro to the Electric Banana Band’s (a legendary Swedish 
funk-band) classic, we present this year’s Space Banana.

“It’s a bird…”

Ebba and Didrik was a TV series that aired on SVT in the 90s.
It was a show about love and longing, infidelity and the struggle to fit in
things we all wrestle with and that never get any easier.
I clearly remember a feeling of anxiety watching it alone.
Johan Wideberg plays Didrik, who falls for a much older woman, life, 
what a wild ride. Ebba and Didrik were siblings  and just like siblings,
we’re bringing back this playful mix of flavors: passion, chocolate 
and sorrel, all bouncing off the white rum.
